lgnorance leads to Mmotners
being forced by their families
to abandon their babies and the
centre has even taken in a
newborn who was rescued
from a dustbin.

Now the rsing value of
property in India means that
urgent action is needed. The
children’s landlord is likely to
throw them off the site, leaving
them with nowhere else to go
but back to the gutter.

Mr Lazenby said: “You can
go back there and some of
them are not there any more.
Words are inadequate to
express the sadness that you
feel when you find that a young
child has been struck by such a
terrible illness. They are forced
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to live in a ridiculously small
place — just 1,500 square feet.
They appreciate everything
that they have — far more than
we do — but they don’t have the
security of knowing that they
are going to be i the same
place for any length of time.”
KRBS is setting up a secure
website link for payments and
also contacting its 200,000
members to ask each of them to
contribute £1 to the cause.
Companies including the
Medway News and Lending

Strategy will be backing the
campaign and celebrities such
as Jools Holland, Bob Geldof
and Kelly Brook are being
invited to lend their support.

Mr Lazenby said: “My ideal
would be to give the children a
space where they can go and
play in a natural habitat.

“It’s just about money.”
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
